INTRODUCTION
Intensive Intermediate Swahili Course is a continuation of the Basic Intensive Swahili Course conducted at the University of Florida 
The overseas language program is intended to provide more opportunity for the students to apply and engage their language skills (spoken, listening, reading and writing) in their authentic social and cultural contexts in order to move from his/her current 1/1+ level to 2/2+ (based on Interagency Round Table (ILR) levels) over the course of the 15 weeks. 
The student will intensively apply all key language skills by reading selected Swahili books, news papers, and online reading materials; listening to diverse national and global news, speeches, music with lyrics; engaging in public discussion, presentation, debates; and writing essays, reports, and summarizations of information.

While teachers will make every effort to support students’ language growth, students are expected to take exceptional initiative with and ownership of their language learning.   
OBJECTIVES OF THE COURSE
At the end of the language program students will be able to:-

1. Contribute and communicate ones thoughts effectively in group discussions in both formal and informal settings; 

2. Use appropriate language according to the cultural context;
3. Read and write various Swahili texts;
4. Listen to and read the news and be able to understand the gist of what is being discussed and to summarize main points; 
5. Identify Swahili language challenges that results from dialect and register when interacting with reading and listening materials; 

6. Understand various ways in which one can use Swahili language to persuade or educate; 

7. Write official letters, reports and speeches using the appropriate register 

CLASS PLACEMENTS
Students will take a short oral placement exam upon their arrival to Tanzania. The oral placement exam will be used to determine initial class placements for students’ language courses. During the second full week of the program, the Academic Coordinator will review class placements with language instructors to determine if all students are appropriately placed and grouped. Changes will be made based on instructor recommendation and the final class placements will then be announced. No changes to class placement will be made after this time.
ACADEMIC TRIPS
All students will go to executions with their trainers and RD  on the same day. A schedule of these trips will be provided to students at a later time.

TEACHING METHODS
The instructor will use debate, pair work, group activities, and direct explanation to guide students in their Swahili language comprehension and development. While students will engage all four language skills (speaking, writing, reading and listening) instructors will emphasize verbal communication. Thus, they will push students to speak and converse regularly in class. Videos, recordings, news clips and guest speakers will also be invited to help students strengthen their listening comprehension and to interact in unpredictable language settings. 

LEARNING METHODS
Students will practice and showcase their mastery of Swahili language concepts through various exercises, in class discussions and debates, essay writing, summarizations of films and news clips, and verbal presentations. They will be encouraged to use a monolingual Swahili dictionary. Students are expected to supplement classwork provided by their instructors through various means, such as reading online materials or books and generally to take initiative in the continued development of their Swahili language skills.

TATHMINI (EVALUATION)
I. Mahudhurio na Ushiriki (Attendance & Participation) = 20%

Attendance at all classes and scheduled academic trips is absolutely essential and mandatory. Because most of our classroom work is devoted to teaching conversational strategies and in activities that foster the acquisition of spoken Swahili, it is critical that every effort be made to attend all classes. Remember that missing one day is like missing a whole week! Moreover, missing language classes makes it impossible for you to learn the language and slows down the pace of the class. 

Absence from class will only be excused in the case of illness or observance of a religious holiday. Absence resulting from illness or observance of a religious holiday will only be excused if the RD has been informed and has expressly approved such absence. Should a student become ill and unable to attend class, such an absence must be communicated to the RD at least 1 hour before the start of class. Likewise, students are expected to arrive on time each morning to their classes. If a student anticipates being late, he/she should also inform the RD. 

Unexcused absence and habitual tardiness is not acceptable and may be grounds for academic discipline. After the first unexcused absence a student will receive a written notice stating that he/she may not miss any further classes without a valid excuse. If the student misses an additional class unexcused, all of his/her grades will be lowered by one half of one letter grade per unexcused absence. Grades of “minus” will not be factored. Thus, a grade of A will be lowered to a B+; a grade of B+ will be lowered to a B, etc. If a student incurs more than three grade reductions due to unexcused absences, he/she may be dismissed from the AFLI program without academic credit or refund. Please refer to AFLI Terms and Conditions for more details about policies related to academic attendance and tardiness
. 

Cases of habitual tardiness will also result in grade reductions as follows: if an instructor informs the Resident Director that a student has been habitually late to his/her class, the student will receive a written warning. Any additional instance of tardiness in any class will result in the lowering of student’s semester grade by one half of one letter grade per instance of tardiness. Grades of “minus” will not be factored. Thus, a grade of A will be lowered to a B+; a grade of B+ will be lowered to a B, etc. If a student incurs more than four grade reductions due to tardiness, he/she may be dismissed from the program without academic credit or refund.

Finally, students are expected to participate actively in class, in a respectful, encouraging and inclusive manner. This includes contributing to group discussions, completing the weekly newsletter on your assigned week, responding to instructor directions and questions, and taking part in pair work, group discussions or other class activities.  

II. Kazi za Nyumbani (Homework) = 15%

Students are expected to complete and submit all assigned homework on time, this includes the service learning essays students will be responsible for at different times, as it does individual and group homework assigned. Deadlines and expectations for homework assignments will be communicated by each class instructor. 

III. Majaribio ya Wiki (Weekly quizzes) = 10%

Every Wednesday, with few exceptions, there will be a short quiz. Should a student miss a quiz (in cases of excused absence due to illness), they must make it up. These quizzes are intended primarily as a means of identifying and correcting language problems and mistakes. 

IV. Kazi Mradi (Special Research Project) = 20%

Each student will work on a 2-part research project over the course of the fall semester. For the first part, each student is expected to write a research paper of not less than 10 pages on a topic of interest to them. They will submit this paper to their language class instructor at the end of the semester. The paper should be written in times new roman, size 12, and double spaced. For the second part, students will present their research orally to a panel of AFLI instructors during the final week of the program. The written paper comprises 10% of the total grade as does the oral presentation. More details about the paper and presentation will be provided.

V. Mtihani wa Katikati na wa Mwisho (Midterm 15% and Final exam 20%)

There will be a mid-term and a final examination during the semester. These will test your retention of material covered in class, your communication competency and how you apply your grammatical and vocabulary skills after interacting with additional Swahili materials and the local community.

WAJIBU WA WANAFUNZI (STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES)
• Daily attendance and participation. Students will be expected to attend and participate during all classes. Should a student become ill and unable to attend class, such an absence must be communicated to the RD at least 1 hour before the start of class. Likewise, students are exected to arrive on time each morning to their classes. If a student anticipates being late, he/she should also inform the RD. Habitual tardiness and unexcused absence are not acceptable and may be grounds for academic discilipline (see above). Please refer to AFLI program policies related to attendance and tardiness for more detailed explanation. 

• Conversation participation with instructors and fellow students. Ample opportunities will be provided to students to speak in class either individually, in pairs or in groups. These types of informal, oral practice sessions will be ongoing in class and are extremely important for students’ language progress. As such, students are expected to actively engage in conversation and speaking throughout class. Participation in this regard will consititute a major part of students’ overall participation grade. 

• Previewing each lesson before it is introduced in class. Students are expected to preview lessons before the start of class. Preview consists of reading new dialogues provided and reading through the grammar notes of each lesson.  Your instructors will provide guidance on what to preview.

• Study and Preparation. Students are expected to study and be well prepared for class sessions, weekly quizzes, mid-terms, final exams and any scheduled debates, discussions or presentations. This includes completing all assigned readings and homework before class so that conversations and activites based on these are productive.

· Timely completion and submission of all assigned work. This includes daily homework, the current events newsletter, and the independent research project. Late assignments will result in grade reductions. 

*Office Hours and after-class support. The Academic Coordinator and Resident Director will hold regular office hours each day of the week. You are encouraged to make appointments with either one of them to discuss any concerns regarding your academic progress. If you need to clarify any topic covered in class, or would like additional support with your Swahili language learning, please do not hesitate to speak with your language instructor and/or the Academic Coordinator.

Cheating of any kind is a serious offense. You can work with others on assignments but be sure to always write your own answer(s). Be sure to express concerns about your performance early instead of late in the semester.
